Brisbane. 
The spec-

ber of members and 
guests. 
At the completion of 
the Church Service a 
banquet was held at 
the Sofitel Hotel at-
tended by some 260 
people. The evening 
was not only a celebra-
tion of the newly in-
vested but also a cele-
bration of the estab-

lishment of the Brisbane Commandery in 
1969, the first presence of the Order in 
Australia. Its Commander Chevalier Ro-
land Podesta later became the first Grand 
Prior of Australia. A medallion was 
struck to commemorate the milestone 
and was issued to all Knights and Dames 
as well as distinguished guests.  The 
Grand Master and Princess Brigitte as 
well as everyone present enjoyed the fes-
tivities late into the evening.  On Satur-
day a Church Service was held at the 
Church of the Transformation for the 
feast of our Patron Saint John the Bap-
tist.
